Stunting rate has hardly declined in the last few years and remains
at 19%, far higher than expected given per-capita income.

The Government of Peru is very committed to reducing chronic
malnutrition, both at the national and regional level. The
Government has placed nutrition at the forefront of its social policy,
committing to reducing chronic malnutrition in children under-5 by 9
percentage points in 5 years.

To implement this policy, in 2007, the Government launched the
Infant Nutrition Articulated Strategy, CRECER, an inter-institutional
coordination platform involving the relevant agencies with mandates
or relevant programs to address malnutrition.

In addition, the country has implemented a conditional cash transfer
program — Juntos — since 2005. JUNTOS is at the core of the

CRECER strategy.
